To find The Lodge by road: From Sandy town centre, take the B1042 Potton road, passing the railway station and cemetery on your right. After 1.2 miles (1.75 km), at the top of the hill, turn right into the RSPB marked entrance. The visitor reception and reserve shop are in the Gatehouse by the entrance and the visitor car park is a further 30 metres on the left.

Opening times: The reserve is open from 9 am - 9 pm (or sunset when earlier). The shop is open from 9 am - 5 pm on weekdays and 10 am - 5 pm at weekends and Bank Holidays.
Entrance charges

Non-members: £4 per motor vehicle. Members, and those just visiting the shop, can park for free. Please obtain a ticket from the ticket machine in the visitors’ car park, and display it in your vehicle.
